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Procedure for contacting parents

in case of an Accident/Emergency

· A contact number for each child is kept on file in the office.

· If it is deemed necessary to bring a child to a doctor or to Hospital, every effort is made to contact the parent or guardian.  They are requested to come to the school to accompany the child.  If it proves impossible to contact a parent or guardian the Emergency Procedure for such situations applies (see beneath).
· Mr.Kinnarney and Mrs.Geraghty have the duty of First Aid as his post of responsibility.  In the case of an emergency, if the parent or guardian is unavailable, the Principal and Vice Principal will use their best judgement in the particular situation.

Administration of Medicines

Children with long term health problems

It is recognised that it is desirable for children with long term recurring health problems, such as asthma, epilepsy, diabetes and anaphylaxis to be accommodated within school in order that they can continue their education.  If this is done, however, proper and clearly understood arrangements for administration of medicines must be made.  Parents should be encouraged to provide maximum support and assistance in helping the school accommodate the pupil.  This would include measures such as self-administration (where necessary and only after approval from the Principal) or under parental supervision.

Where children are suffering from life threatening conditions, parents/guardians should outline clearly in writing what can, or can’t be done in a particular emergency situation, with particular reference to what may be a risk to the child.  

Emergency Procedure in the case of a child being seriously ill or having an accident where parent/guardian/family connection is uncontactable    
Should it arise that no parent/guardian or family connection can be contacted  in the case of accident or serious hurt the Principal, together with an auxillary staff member, would deem it necessary to accompany the child to Hospital.

Procedure for children who are not collected from school
In circumstances where a child/children are not collected from school at the appropriate time and all contact numbers given have failed it is considered necessary that the Principal and another member of staff will stay on the school premises with the child until the child is collected.     
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
